Exodus 4:1-4 (NKJV) 
1  Then Moses answered and said, “But suppose they will not believe me or listen to my voice; 
suppose they say, ‘The LORD has not appeared to you.’ ” 2  So the LORD said to him, “What 
is that in your hand?” He said, “A rod.” 3  And He said, “Cast it on the ground.” So he cast it 
on the ground, and it became a serpent; and Moses fled from it. 4  Then the LORD said to 
Moses, “Reach out your hand and take it by the tail” (and he reached out his hand and caught 
it, and it became a rod in his hand), 

Hebrews 12:1 (NKJV) 
1  Therefore we also, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses (they all had 
rods), let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which so easily ensnares us, and let us run 
with endurance the race that is set before us, 

Exodus 4:17 (NKJV) 
17  And you shall take this rod in your hand, with which you shall do the signs.” 

Exodus 4:20 (NKJV) 
20  Then Moses took his wife and his sons and set them on a donkey, and he returned to the 
land of Egypt. And Moses took the rod of God in his hand.
